Key words you MUST know
Nuclear proliferation: the spread of nuclear weapons technology. E.g. The nuclear program in Iran

War: conflict carried out using weapons between rival groups. E.g. Britain and Iraq 

Peace: harmony between rival groups. E.g. France and Britain 

Justice: what is fair and right according to law and making up for wrongdoings 
Liberation theology: when Christians are called on to defend the oppressed. (Archbishop Oscar Romero)
Dharma – means to do your duty/ the way things should be.
Caste system is how Indian society is ordered. The five groups are priests, warriors, rulers and landowners, merchants, unskilled workers and farmers and the untouchables who are outcastes.
Pacifism: is a movement of people that opposed all forms of war and violence. 

Sanctity of life:  refers to the preciousness of life as a gift from God.
