Business and Enterprise report from Sept 2007 to July 2008

September
Post 16 Murder Mystery
We started the new academic year with another murder; it was felt that as the post 16 students did not take part in the event at the end of last year we should re-run it for them in the first week back in school.
We changed things slightly including who the murderer was and it proved to be a good team building day.
Natwest 
Once again on the first day of school we offered every new year 7 student the opportunity to open a Natwest bank account. This was taken up by a very high percentage of new students.
Working with primary schools
We have once again set up Maths, ICT and science masterclasses for all our feeder primary schools.  These will run for 6 week periods through out the school year.
October
National Enterprise School Hub (NESH) workshop
We helped facilitate the first NESH workshop in Hertfordshire at Simon Balle school in Hertford. This was aimed at the Humanities subject and was very well attended.
HEEN workshops
Hertfordshire Enterprise Education Network held another two workshops for the other schools in Hertfordshire to share what is going on in enterprise education.
November
University of Hertfordshire mentoring scheme for year 8 boys
Once again this year we are repeating a 12 week mentoring scheme for some year 8 boys. The boys met with the mentors.
ICBEN
The Inter-county Business and Enterprise group continue to meet to share good practice across the counties.
Enterprise week 12th – 17th 
This was the biggest enterprise week so far, we had a wide range of activates for all the students to take part in.  These included logo competitions, enterprise word search, group discussions and the Barnwell School business challenge.
Again this year we held the Natwest Tender Challenge.  We invited teams from all the secondary schools in Stevenage and Hitchin, the teams were made up of 5 year 9 students.  They worked all day on producing a tender for the Stevenage Borough Football Christmas dinner.  It was a very close event with only 1 point separating the 1st and 2nd place finalists.  Heathcote were eventually confirmed as the winners.
Post 16 students took part in the Stevenage planning day and the IBM assessment day, both events held in the town centre.
The Friday of this week saw the final of the Business challenge where all 9 groups did their presentations to the whole of year 7 and a panel of 5 judges made up from school and business. 
We also held our own version of Beat the teacher with all money raised going to Children in need.
Arson About 
This was a hard hitting play by the Stop watch theatre company.  They performed to the whole of year 8 about the dangers of starting fires.  They also showed very convincingly how far reaching the effects of arson can be.  
Chamber of commerce breakfast with Lord Coe
We took 8 post 16 students to breakfast with Lord Sebastian Coe.  He spoke about the Olympics what has been done, what needs to be done and how everyone can get involved.
December
Business Mentors
We are repeating this again this year.  The mentors are all from Stevenage Borough Council they will be working with a group of year 11 students, helping with revision, what they can do next and much more.  All the mentors have all volunteered their time.
Stevenage Robot Rumble
We were invited to take place in the Stevenage Robot Rumble being sponsored by MBDA.  This took place on Saturday 15th December at Barclay school.
A team of 5 students worked for 7 weeks on building a robot from a Vex box kit.  The robot had to be able to collect plastic rings and place them on moving scoring points.
This was a very close competition with The Barnwell Bots winning the closest final.
January
Enterprise Ambassadors
Following on from the success of Enterprise week, all the students that took part in the Business Challenge have been invited to become Enterprise Ambassadors.  There role in school is to make ideas happen.
National Business and Enterprise Conference
Mr Roberts and Ms Coyte were invited to run a workshop at this national event on enterprise at Barnwell School.  This proved to be a very popular with people having to stand at the back of the room to get it.
We have received some very positive feedback from people attending the conference and also some requests to go into other schools across the country to help them embed enterprise.
Business Mentors
Once again this year we offered the chance to year 11 students to have a mentor from Business.  This year we have 4 students being mentored by employees of Stevenage Borough Council.
Annual Town Pancake race
Once again this year we entered two teams of year 7 students in the Annual Town Pancake race run by Specsavers and Hertbeat radio.  This year Barnwell School were 1st and 2nd.
Hertfordshire Enterprise Education Network (HEEN)
On 6th February we ran a joint workshop for NQT’s across Hertfordshire.  This was held at The Priory school and was very well attended.  The NQT’s were given practical advice on how to be enterprising in the classroom.  Excellent feedback was received after the event.
Simon Prior – update
Simon came into school to award Matthew Cooper from 7RJ with a voucher and a t-shirt with his winning logo on it.  
Barnwell School have also put Simon in contact with the Chamber of Commerce who have agreed to allow him to present at a Business Breakfast in April.
February
The importance of a 2nd language talk
Once again this year we invited people from the world of business to come and speak to the year 9 students about the benefits of having a 2nd language.
Enterprise Ambassadors 
6 of the ambassadors were invited along to Stevenage Borough Council to help with a prototype of a board game to be played in all schools in Stevenage.  Our ambassadors played the game for about 30 minutes and then gave feedback on how to improve it.  The idea of the game is to inform young people about the service the Council provide.
HEEN
On 21st February we held a joint event with The Priory School at Barnwell School for TA’s.  This gave practical advice on how to encourage students to be enterprising in lesson and out of school.  Very well attended and excellent feedback received after the event.
Enterprise Grid
Enterprise is happening all over Barnwell School in all departments and this is fantastic.  The only problem we were having is keeping a track of what is going on.  We do need this information so that we can share it with parents, governors, ofsted etc.  
We have purchased a computer programme called Enterprise Tracker. This is a very simple spreadsheet that needs to be completed by staff when they have been enterprising.  More information will follow once it is up and running and all staff have been shown how to add information.
Year 8 mentoring 
A group of 15 year 8 boys have taken part in a 12 week mentoring programme offered by the University of Hertfordshire.  The boys were identified by HOH as potentially bright but needing a bit of a push in the right direction.  This programme ended on the 25th February with a visit to the University for all the boys.
HEEN
East of England network event - Barnwell School as the Hub for Hertfordshire assisted in the planning and running of this event.  We had people from 3 schools in Hertfordshire running workshops and our very own Mr Roberts was the chair of Enterprise Question time.  Again a very successful event with very positive feedback.
Barnwell School a Case study 
On Thursday 28th February Ms Coyte, Mr Roberts, Miss Hart and 3 Enterprise Ambassadors were interviewed by Julie Gibbins from the Schools Enterprise Education Network.  They are producing a DVD to go into schools on how to get Enterprise imbedded and why.  The interviews were filmed.
March
Coca-cola
On 11th March Debbie Lennon and I attended a meeting at Coca cola in Edmonton, they can offer a full educational support system that will support our Business students.  Debbie and I will work together to get this into next years Business programme.
Pre prom night
On Thursday 13th March we held our fist ever pre prom night; we invited retailers from dress and suit companies, jewellers, florists, hair dressers and beauty therapist.  We also held a fashion show with year 11 students modelling some beautiful dresses and very smart suits.  This was very well attended by around 100 students and their parents.
National science week
Space talk for year 7
Robin Mobbs, AST Freman College came in to talk to the whole of year 7 about the flight of the space shuttle. This was a really entertaining talk with some very unique pictures.
Tim Hunt noble prize winner came in to speak with the post 16 science students about Staying alive – the secrets of cell division.
We invited all the other school in Stevenage to send along their students however only our students attended.
April
HEEN
On 7th April we held our last Enterprise workshop for TA’s this was attended by about 15 people from school through out Hertfordshire.
On 9th April we held a Enterprise workshop for NQT’s  at Adeyfiled school and on the 14th April at St Lukes SEN school  again these were well attended and the feedback was very positive.
Stevenage Borough Council
Had a meeting with Elaine Simpson from SBC to plan for next year.
Simon Prior
Simon spoke at the chamber of commerce business breakfast. We took 2 post 16 students plus Matthew Cooper the winner of our Simon Prior design a logo competition.
Cannons High School – Harrow
Mr Roberts and Ms Coyte attended a support meeting at Cannons High School in Harrow as they are planning to run their version of our Murder Mystery day.  We have given them memory sticks with lots of information and lesson plans etc.
May
B&E assemblies
We held a series of B&E assemblies in the first week of May, we showed all the students the Shift Happens presentation to re enforce why being an enterprising individual is so important.
Enterprise Ambassadors
We have continued to hold meetings with our ambassadors and they are now working to put together a gala dinner to help raise money for the students going to Kennya.  They have decided to give the dinner an African theme and have come up with some very enterprising ideas.
Enterprise in Maths
Julie Coyte has attended a maths department planning meeting for next year and have given them some advice on how to get enterprise into their Maths lessons, this was a very positive meeting with the maths teachers coming up with some very good ideas of their own.

Year 10 geography students have been to visit the British Research Establishment in Watford, we split them into two groups one going on the 15th May and the other on the 3rd June.  The BRE show real life examples of sustainable energy and homes and showed the students how easy it is to change the way we do things to save energy and to use other forms of energy and supplies.
