Over the last few weeks we have seen an increase in the number of students wearing shorter length skirts to school, mainly due to the change in weather conditions.

We would like to draw your attention to our School Uniform policy (a copy of which is attached for your information), which states that ‘skirts to be no more than 3” above or below the knee’.

With only 3 weeks remaining of the current school year, we are mindful of the cost involved to replace school uniform.  However, we must inform you that in September if a student is found to be wearing a skirt that does not meet the current school criteria, they we will be sent home to change.
In the interim we will be making judgements on excessively short skirts.  We would ask for your support in this respect and not send your daughter to school in a skirt that would not be suitable for a school environment.
