
The new BTEC National in Business 

is an introduction to business 

through applied learning which uses 

a combination of assessment styles 

to help students apply their 

business knowledge to a variety of 

business scenarios.  It is broadly 

equivalent to an A level and will 

allow students to develop the 

business and study skills which will 

help them continue to study at 

University and use in their future 

career.    
Method(s) of Assessment 

During the first year students will 

complete a coursework based unit 

where they will explore different 

types of businesses and find out 

how they are structured.  They will 

learn about the environment within 

which a business operates and the 

influence of different stake-

holders.  The will also gain an 

understanding of supply and demand 

and innovation and enterprise.   
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Method(s) of Assessment Continued ... 
 
 
The second unit requires students 

to develop a marketing campaign.   

It is externally assessed through 

a controlled assessment and is 

based on a pre-seen case study 

which is provided to the learners 

2 weeks before the assessment 

period in order for them to carry 

out research. In the second year 

students study a unit on personal 

and business finance which is 

externally tested. The final 

coursework unit is on recruitment 

and selection and is internally 

assessed by the teacher.
