Year 12 University of Reading Scholars Programme
The Reading Scholars is the University of Reading's flagship widening participation programme for Year 12 students.  Attending a series of three one-day activities and a three day residential, participating students choose one of ten subject strands to take part in.  They will experience academic sessions within this strand, be mentored by one of our current students as well as receiving a range of information, advice and guidance sessions related to Higher Education.

The strands on offer are:

	· Art and Design

· Business

· English Literature

· MFL (French, Spanish or German)

· History, Archaeology and Classics
	· Biology

· Chemistry, Food Science and Pharmacy

· Mathematics

· Psychology

· Physical Geography and Environmental Science



All costs for participating students are covered - this includes transport to the university, all food and refreshments, and accommodation for the residential.  Once they complete the programme, they are also able to take advantage of a guaranteed conditional offer or invite to interview should they apply to Reading.  If they choose us as their first choice, they will receive a two grade drop on their offer for most courses, and can apply for a £1000 bursary once they start with us.

We have an excellent track record of supporting students from across the UK - last year we had participating students from as far afield as Aberdeen, Leeds and Brighton, and would encourage any interested student to apply no matter where they live, particularly if they had an interest in making an application to the University of Reading.
